A new ham radio operator who had her radio with her in the remote Idaho
mountains, and an AmMRRON Operator at home monitoring his radio save a life
during roll-over truck crash on Saturday, Labor Day weekend. 03 September 2022

Nova radioamatérka, ktora mala so sebou radiostanicu v odlahlych horach Idaho, a
operator siete AMRRON, ktory monitoroval z domu jej radiostanicu, zachranili zivot
pocas prevratenia kamioéna v sobotu, cez vikend Sviatku prace 3. septembra 2022

AmRRON ham radio operators have established a decade-long history of responding to
real world disasters and emergencies,including efforts resulting in lives being saved. This
Labor Day weekend is another testament to ham radio and an AmMRRON Corps operator
monitoring his radio, likely saving a young girl's life, can be added to the list.

Operatori radioamatérov AMRRON maju za sebou desatro€nu histériu reagovania na
katastrofy a nudzové situacie v realnom svete, vratane usilia, ktorého vysledkom je
zachrana zivotov. Tento vikend na Sviatok prace je dalSim svedectvom radioamatérov a
do zoznamu méze byt pridany operator AmMRRON Corps, ktory monitoruje jeho radio, ¢im
pravdepodobne zachrani zivot mladého dievcata.

At approximately 16:30 (4:30pm) Pacific Time an emergency call came over the radio from
a brand new Tech (Shannon, of Coeur d'Aene, Idaho), calling 'emergency traffic' and
pleading for help. Shannon had just earned her Technician license in June.

Priblizne o 16:30 (16:30) tichomorského Casu prislo z radiostanice tiesriové volanie od
uplne novej radioamatérky s licenciou Tech (Shannon, z Coeur d'Aene, Idaho), ktora
vysielala ,tiesnové volanie“ a prosila o pomoc. Shannon prave v juni ziskala
radioamatérsku licenciu stupna ,Technician®. (zhruba to odpoveda nasej licencii N).



Tango-05 (AMRRON Corps Operator) was monitoring 146.420 simplex in his office when
the call came. He immediately responded.

Operator Tango-05 (operator zboru AMRRON) sledoval simplexnu frekvenciu 146.420 Mhz
vo svojej kancelarii, ked priSiel hovor. Hned zareagoval.

Shannon reported an accident at a remote mountain airstrip (Horsehaven Landing Strip)
involving two teenage girls, ages 14 and 15, in a roll-over truck crash. Both reportedly
were ejected from the truck, had compound fractures, one of them "bleeding out" and both
of them described as "really messed up."



Shannon ohlasila nehodu na vzdialenej horskej pristavacej drahe (Horsehaven Landing
Strip), ktora zahfhala dve dospievajuce diev€ata vo veku 14 a 15 rokov, pri nehode s
prevratenym kamiénom. Obe boli udajne vymrstené z kamionu, mali zlozité zlomeniny,
jedna z nich "silne krvacala" a obe boli popisani ako "naozaj silne zmatené".

Tango-05 called 911 and remained on the phone with dispatch during the entire ordeal,
relaying between dispatch and Shannon on the AMRRON National Calling Frequency,
146.420.

Operator Tango-05 zavolal tiesfiovu linku 911 a zostal na teleféne s dispeCerom pocas
celé tiesnovej udalosti, prepajal na dispeCera svoju komunikaciu s radioamatérkou
Shannon na narodnej volacej frekvencii AMRRON, 146.420 MHz.

An EMT ( Emergency Medical Technician .- zdravotnik ) who happened on to the scene
applied a tourniquet to the girl with arterial bleeding. It was relayed through the ham
operators to 911 dispatch that one of the girls had gone into shock and a Life Flight
Medevac was needed immediately. Unfortunately, a storm cell was descending on the
accident scene and Life Flight was grounded for at least the next thirty minutes. Dispatch
announced that ground units from three different agencies were responding, but it would
be at least a half hour before they might arrive.

Zdravotnik, ktory doSiel na miesto nestastia, aplikoval Skrtidlo na dievCa s arterialnym
krvacanim. Radioamatérka cez operatora oznamili na linku 911, Ze jedno z diev¢at upadlo
do Soku a okamzite potrebuju Letecku Zdravotnu Sluzbu. Nanestastie na miesto nehody
sa blizila burkova cela a Letecka Zdravotna Sluzba nemohla vzlietnut najmenej na dalSich
tridsat’ minut. Dispe€ing oznamil, Ze pozemné jednotky troch réznych agentur reaguju, ale
kym dorazia, potrva najmenej pol hodiny.

Tango-05 jumped on the internet to access a Doppler radar map and he could see the
storm cell that was approaching the Horsehaven Airstrip. He relayed to Shannon the
warning that they had 7 to 10 minutes before the storm would arrive in order to gather
tarps or any other type of shelter they could construct to protect the injured girls. Those on
the ground expressed gratitude for the advanced warning from Tango-05. This is a great
example of how grid-up tools can assist those in grid-down environments.

Operator Tango-05 sa pripojil na internet, aby si pozrel mapu Dopplerovho radaru a videl
burkovu celu, ktora sa blizila k pristavacej drahe Horsehaven. Poslal radioamatérke
Shannon varovanie, ze maju 7 az 10 minut pred prichodom burky, aby zhromazdili plachty
alebo akykolvek iny typ ukrytu, ktory by mohli postavit na ochranu zranenych diev¢at. Ti
na mieste nestastia vyjadrili vdacnost za predbezné varovanie od operatora Tango-05.
Toto je skvely priklad toho, ako mézu nastroje v miestach s dostupnou sietou (grid-up)
pomdct tym, ktori sa nachadzaju v prostrediach bez pristupu ku sieti internet (grid-down).

All three responding emergency agencies eventually arrived, and the girls were both
transported to a local area hospital. By the time Life Flight was cleared to take off, the
ground units were already ten minutes from the hospital, so the flight was canceled.

VSetky tri zasahujuce pohotovostné agentury nakoniec dorazili a obidve dievcata boli
prevezené do miestnej nemocnice. V Case, ked Letecka Zdravotna Sluzba (Life Flight)



dostala povolenie na Start, pozemné jednotky uz boli desat’ minut od nemocnice, takze let
bol zruseny.

The status of the two injured girls is still unknown, but we will follow up with more
information as it becomes available.

Stav dvoch zranenych dievCat je stale neznamy, ale dalSie informacie vam poskytneme,
ked budu k dispozicii.

This is another great example of emergency communications being used when all else
fails. There is no cell service available at this remote Idaho mountain location.

Toto je dalSi skvely priklad nudzovej komunikacie, ktora sa pouziva, ked vSetko ostatné
zlyha. V tejto vzdialenej horskej lokalite ldaho nie je k dispozicii Ziadna mobilna sluzba.

Kudos to 'Shannon' who had her license and her radio with her, as well as her husband,
who was reportedly licensed at the same time. She was described as being calm and
professional. And a huge kudos goes to Tango-05, who was monitoring his radio, acted
quickly and appropriately, and created the link between the ham operator on the ground
and 911 dispatch.

Slava 'Shannon', ktora mala so sebou svoju licenciu a radiostanicu, ako aj jej manzelovi,
ktory udajne ziskal licenciu v rovhakom ¢ase. Shanon bola opisana ako pokojna a
profesionalna. Obrovska Cest patri operatorovi Tango-05, ktory monitoroval svoju
vysielacku, konal rychlo a vhodne a vytvoril spojenie medzi radiamatérom na mieste
nestastia a dispe€ingom linky 911.

Other AMRRON operators monitoring the frequency stated that this situation was an
exemplary display of the professionalism of AMRRON Corps operators, and that [Tango-
05] "...did an outstanding job."

Ini operatori AMRRON monitorujuci frekvenciu uviedli, Ze tato situacia bola ukazkovym
prejavom profesionality operatorov zboru AMRRON a Ze [Tango-05] ,....odviedol vynikajucu
pracu”

This is yet one more example of ham radio saving lives. We will be following up with
'‘Shannon' for a possible interview, and will update this story as information becomes
available.

One thing that is curious is 'why' they chose 146.420 simplex to call out from a remote,
extremely steep, mountainous location. Maybe they're new AmMRRON members? We're
just thankful for the many AmMRRON operators who faithfully monitor their radios.

Take away from this experience, when travelling in the back country:

Odneste si skusenost’ z tohto zazitku, ked cestujete do zapadakova.

Have your ham radio, with local repeater frequencies programmed, as well as the national
calling frequencies -- 146.520 and 146.420 (AmMRRON).

Majte naprogramované vo svojom radiu frekvencie miestnych prevadzacov ako aj
frekvencie narodnych (tiesfiovych) volacich frekvencii — 146.520 MHz a 146.420 MHz
(AmMRRON).

Have a good first aid kit with you, especially a tourniquet!
Majte so sebou dobru lekarniCku, najma skrtidlo!

Thank you to all the AmMRRON operators out there, always standing ready to serve. You
saved another life today!

UPDATE: Sunday, September 4th @0830 Pacific

We are just learning there were other AMRRON members, and hams, involved as well,
unbeknownst to Tango-05. The local ham radio club repeater (K71D) was used toward the
end of the incident. Below is an account by Foxtrot Alpha-03, who was monitoring from
farther north, in Bonner County:

"After [Tango-05] went offline, Shannon requested an ETA for the ambulance due to the
condition of one of the victims. She and another station on scene that | presume was her
husband were unable to hear my response at first and announced they were going ot try
the K71D repeater network to see whether they could reach better. | called 911 and was
sent to Bonner Dispatch because of my location, and after a brief discussion with that
dispatcher, | was transferred to Kootenai County Dispatch. They informed me that they
were unable to contact the ambulance but that they would call back if they found
information on ETA. Shortly after | hung up, and after a confusing juggle between
AmMRRON simplex and K7ID repeater, "Bear Paw" [a well known and long-time ham
operator and KARS club member] relayed to me that the ambulance had arrived.
AmMRRON Corps member 'Hamlet-01' also made attempts to contact Shannon and relay
information. | just wanted to reinforce... that folks should have calling frequencies and local
repeaters programmed into their radios and bring some where you go, particularly places
that do not have conventional communications."

"By the way, the repeater only slightly improved reception over simplex."



AKTUALIZACIA: Nedela 4. septembra @0830 Tichomorsky éas

Prave sa dozvedame, Ze tam boli aj ini ¢lenovia AMRRON a ini amatéri, ktori sa tiez
zapojili, bez vedomia operatora Tango-05. Ku koncu incidentu bol pouzity miestny
radioamatérsky prevadzac (K7ID). NizSie je popis operatora Foxtrot Alpha-03, ktory
monitoroval zo severu, v okrese Bonner:

"Po tom, ¢o [Tango-05] preslo do rezimu offline, Shannon poziadala ETA (zdravotnika) o
sanitku kvéli stavu jednej z obeti. Ona a dalSia stanica na mieste, o ktorej predpokladam,
Ze bola jej manzelom, najprv nemohli po€ut’ moju odpoved a oznamili mi, Ze isli vyskusat
siet prevadzaca K71D, aby zistil, ¢i by ma nemohli lepSie pocut. Zavolal som na Cislo 911
a kvoli mojej polohe som bol prepojeny na dispecing v Bonneri a po kratkej diskusii s
tymto dispeCerom som bol prepojeny na dispecing v Kootenai County. Informovali ma ze
sa im nepodarilo skontaktovat sanitku, ale Ze zavolaju spat, ak najdu informacie o ETA
zdravotnikovi. Kratko po tom, €¢o som zlozil a po zmatenom Zonglovani medzi simplexnou
frekvenciou AMRRON a prevadzacom K71D sa ozval ,Bear Paw* [dobre znamy a
dlhoroCny radioamateérsky operator a ¢len klubu KARS] ktory mi oznamil, Ze sanitka
dorazila. Clen zboru AmMRRON 'Hamlet-01' sa tieZ pokusil kontaktovat’ Shannon a
odovzdat jej informacie. Len som chcel zdéraznit... Ze fudia by mali mat frekvenciu
(tiesfiového ) volania a miestne opakovace naprogramované v ich radiach a nosit’ si ich so
sebou vSade tam, kam idete, najma ak idete na miesta, ktoré nemaju konvencnu
komunikaciu.":

"Mimochodom, opakovac len mierne zlepSil prijem oproti simplexu.”
